EXCERPTED AFFIDAVIT OF RHONDA J. FRAZIER (EXCERPTS)

I, Rhonda J. Frazier, declare all the foregoing to be true and correct to the best of my knowledge, information and belief under penalty of perjury under the laws of all applicable state laws, including the laws of Ohio and all Federal Laws. I further state that I am over the age of 18 and am competent and willing to testify to all the information stated herein in any court of competent jurisdiction.

1.  I am an African American female, I am 36 years old.
2.  I started working in December of 2002 at the Secretary of State J. Kenneth Blackwell’s office under Blackwell reporting to the Secretary of State's Director of Finance Dilip Metha. I was on Blackwell's Administrative Staff as a political appointee in his office. My functions entailed expenditure review, all acquisitions and auditing manager. My job was to perform the inner audits in the office with regard to all the Ohio Secretary of State office expenditures in the entire Secretary of State office for all Divisions in each location. I studied Non Profit management and finance and have worked in finance for 11 years in both State government and for private firms.

8.  There was a grant given to the Secretary of State for them to administer the "Voting Reform." It was called in the office "The Voting Reform Grant." The grant was awarded by the Federal government and is based on per capita population of the State. Every 88 counties in Ohio were supposed to have certain things done by certain dates or they were to lose or repay the grant money. We had to put together a "Pre-Budget" detailed business and strategic plan where we got price quotes for voting machines that went into a report that had to be submitted to the Federal government in order to qualify for the grant funding.
9.  Before they got the grant there was a detailed protocol required to be fulfilled in order to get the grant. The grant was worth 40 Million dollars for training, reforming, adding machines to precincts, and education of the voting population. This was the first grant that the Secretary of State ever received and it required that they have additional staffing to engage the process.

12.  I learned that the grant funds were given. At the time that I left, we had assessed which precincts needed more machines and we priced additional machines. 1 knew that the new machines had not been ordered for any precincts that were short on machines. From what I learned after leaving the office I don't believe they were ever ordered at any time before the November 2 general election.

15.  After complaining about the office's repeated practices of violation of grants and contracts I was fired. There were other personal reasons that I left. I was very vocal about what I perceived to be untruthfulness in the contracting practices and the lack of financial accountability and integrity I observed.

16.  They retained all of my office files after I was fired. I was not allowed to retrieve any files or print any emails.
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
